This is how the "parse CR cover sheet" macro works ...

· Intended users are the Project Managers.


· User opens CR document and clicks "parse" button to run the macro.


· The parser macro analyses the CR cover sheet.  It will complain about fields with invalid contents (date not in understandable format, no category specified, etc) and demand that the user fix them and re-run the macro.


· The parser can fix minor things such as inserting a hyphen in a blank "rev" field, or correcting the case of the "release" field.


· At present, it does NOT check that the WI code is valid.  Neither does it check that the spec version is the latest.  (Future enhancements? - although there are already facilities in the specs database for doing this, so perhaps it is not necessary.)


· If it likes the fields' contents, it creates a file in the root directory of the user's C drive (if the file does not already exist) and adds a CSV text string representing the new CR.  Fields not contained in the CR cover sheet are left blank.


· The user repeats the above steps for all CRs to be treated.


· The user then opens his local copy of the Specs Database and clicks a button to view the CSV file just created, in the form of a table.  He selects all records and copies-and-paste-appends them into the "new CRs" table.  [In fact, this button is not yet available: the facility must await FAS installing the text-file import add-on to my version of Access!  But it is the work of a moment to implement.]


· The user can then correct any remaining errors in the CR records.


· A button exists in the Specs Database to correctly supply the responsible WG field of the new CRs table.


· The user must himself supply the "level 2" (WG) status after analysis of the CR by the WG, and must manually fill in the TSG meeting number (using the pull-down list provided in this field), and the TSG Tdoc number.


· The user then passes his resulting "new CRs" table to the Specs Manager prior to the TSG meeting, in the ususal way.


· The user must manually delete the CSV file created by the CR cover sheet parser when he has finished with it.
