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Overall description
CT1 would like to thank RAN2 for LS R2-2106520 on LS on establishment/resume cause value and UAC on L2 SL Relay.
For the questions from RAN2, the answers from CT1 are listed as below:
	Option 1: define a new establishment/resume cause value that is used for all cases when a relay UE establish/resume an RRC connection due to a connection of remote UE;

Option 2: reuse existing establishment/resume cause values.

Question 1: Which option does CT1 prefer?


Answer 1: CT1 cannot reach the consensus on which option is preferred. It is up to RAN2 to decide which cause value can be used for establishment/resume by the relay UE. 
	RAN2 assumes the access attempt from remote UE shall be under the UAC. RAN2 made following agreement regarding remote UE’s UAC:

Remote UE can reuse legacy access control and no need to enhance the access control procedure of Remote UE.
Question 2: Can CT1 confirm this agreement?


Answer 2: CT1 confirms the above agreement.
	RAN2 has agreed RRC-CONNECTED relay UE would not perform UAC for remote UE’s data. However, there was no agreement in RAN2 whether the relay UE can skip UAC procedure when IDLE/INACTIVE Relay UE intends to access network only for the purpose of relaying but not for its own service. The following two options were identified.
Option 1: Relay UE should skip UAC procedure

Option 2: Relay UE should perform UAC procedure
Question 3: When IDLE/INACTIVE Relay UE intends to access network only for the purpose of relaying but not for its own service, which option does CT1 prefer?


Answer 3: CT1 prefers Option 1. Currently TS 24.501 specifies that the NAS layer needs to determine the access category for the specific access attempt in order to derive an RRC establishment cause even when the access control checking is skipped. CT1 would like to check with RAN2 whether the NAS layer of the relay UE still needs to provided UAC parameters to the AS layer in the above option 1 (Relay UE should skip UAC procedure).
