4.5 Topic 2.5

It was discussed about the problem that the wideband noise and the intermodulation products cannot be distinguished in the measurement. Proposal from Ericsson is to define minimum distance from the carriers where it can be assumed that the intermodulation products are not exceeding the wideband noise. Alcatel-Lucent proposed to delete the measurement of the wideband noise with all carriers active or otherwise to define one common spectrum mask covering the wideband noise together with the relaxed intermodulation attenuation and the spurious emissions. Nokia Siemens Networks could follow the proposal to define a common mask for all interferences.

Alcatel-Lucent proposed to delete the measurement of the spurious emissions in the transmit band with all carriers active or to define one common spectrum mask covering the wideband noise together with the intermodulation attenuation and the spurious emissions. 4.11 Further discussed topics

· Nokia Siemens Networks stated that the table for wideband noise degradation introduces unequal relaxation depending on the carrier number. This could be overcome by using a logarithmic formula instead of a table.

· Nortel asked how to deal with mixed mode signals (e.g. GSM together with UMTS). Alcatel-Lucent stated that this should be a case that already exists when a BTS contains several single carrier transmitters for different standards and thus there would be no need to make a new definition for this case related with MCBTS. Nokia Siemens Networks proposed to add a note in the MCBTS definition saying that the interaction with UMTS 900 is not investigated.
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
