3 Justification

In addition to reusing the IM S system as defined by 3GPP, TISPAN isdefining an IMS based
Multimedia Telephony service, that is similar but not identical to the CS based Telephony service
provided by traditional ISDNs and PSTNs. TISPAN has named this service PSTN/ISDN simulation
Service.

A similar service, defined by 3GPP, is needed for wireless accessto IMS, in order to be able to define
services to the end-users, and to support interoperability in multi-vendor and multi-operator
environment and to provide the user with the same experience across the different | P based accesses
and domains.

(TISPAN document is DTS TISPAN-01002-NGN).




4 Objective

The objective isto define the capabilities and supplementary services for Multimedia Telephony in the
IP Multimedia Subsystem.

These shall be defined to a sufficient level to enable multi-vendor and multi-operator inter-operability.

Close cooperation shall be sought with TISPAN. TISPAN requirements, as captured in TISPAN-
01002-NGN, shall be taken into account, and referred to where appropriate.

Support for IMS emergency calls shall be provided.
5 Service Aspects

While the user experience for Multimedia Telephony is expected to have some similarity to existing
telephony services, the richer capabilities of IMS should be exploited.

Impacts on the requirements of the multimedia enablers (captured in TS 22.228) may be identified.
Co-operation with, and consideration to the ongoing TISPAN work is necessary to ensure that the
services work over multiple access technologies
