Ericsson (Krister) comment that we should not introduce negative impacts to 3GPP way of working as proposed, but rather work with other ways to support smaller companies in interest organizations providing those smaller companies with what they need. 3GPP may also provide complements to existing search tools, work plan etc which is providing a support to allow smaller companies to follow where features and work progress.
Siemens agrees with Nokia that the indicated reference to SP-200926 needs to be deleted and has done so in the uploaded rev3 of SP-201102 and SP-201104. Since rev1 of SP-201101 does not contain any reference to down-stream groups anymore, the reference to this document does not need to be removed from the CR cover sheets.
Nokia asks again to remove reference to SP-201101 from the CRs' coversheet, or to put new number for the revision of SP-201101.
Siemens clarifies that the phrase 'supporting verticals' refers to the vertical 3GPP members that, besides Siemens, co-sourced SP-201101, SP-201102, SP-201103, and SP-201104, namely Bosch, Daimler, EBU, Novamint, Phillips, Sennheiser, and Volkswagen AG.
Gerald (Matrixx) will object except with a clear commitment to not require the implementation of the enumeration scheme in other WGs technical specifications.
