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S2 thanks T2 for their LS (Tdoc T2-99423) on "revised working assumptions". S2 has studied associated Tdoc T2 99420 on " SMS working assumptions" and would like to kindly remark that the following assumption:


"The underlying delivery mechanisms should be based on GPRS if GPRS is supported by both the MS and the network, and the MS is reachable through GPRS. Otherwise signalling channels could be used. Subject to comments from S2 (LS T2-99422 sent to S2)."


is in fact not relevant because both CS and PS delivery of SMS correspond to the same network mechanisms. In both cases:


the SS7 network is used to transfer the SMS between the SMS Service Centre and the serving node (SGSN or MSC)


between the serving node (SGSN or MSC) and the UE, the same mechanism (i.e. Control plane transfer) for SMS data transfer is used in PS domain and CS domain.


Hence (apart from the serving node: MSC / SGSN) exactly the same resources are used in both domains to transfer an SMS.
