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Liaisons

A report was given on 3GPP SA5 activity by Motorola, A report on 3GPP RAN3 activity was given by Mannesmann, A report on TR45.7 was given by NEC.

Work Items

The team continued detailed work on its Service Quality Management Business agreement and Information agreement documents.

Fast Track #1 Project

This is a proof of concept/ prototype of Service Quality Management for IMT-2000 services and is intended to validate the Mobile Management teams recommendations and the Telecom Operations Map.

The goal is a demonstration at the Las Vegas TeleManagement Conference.

Lead Company is ADC Metrica, other participants are Orange, Nokia, HP & Sun.

Framework for mapping of network to service measurements is based on ETSI ETR 003.

Fast Track #2 Project

Amdocs has volunteered to start a second fast track project to validate the interface between Service Quality Management and Network Data Management, an initial project presentation will be made at Las Vegas with a target completion date of one year later.

Las Vegas TeleManagement World Conference (December 7-9)

The Mobile team will work on supplying a Keynote Speaker from a US operator or vendor, the topic will be Mobile IP, Towards the end of the meeting Nokia offered the head of Nokia NMS R&D in the US  to deliver a keynote on Global IP mobility, the team agreed to this offer.

The Mobile team will also chair a general Mobile session at Las Vegas with the following topics/speakers tentatively identified:

Proposed topics, about 15 min each, chaired by Orange:

1) Mapping performance to service - ?????

2) From QoS to SLA -  ADC Metrica

3) Soft Mobiles: managing the applications - ?????

4) The challenges from roaming :- supplying QoS in other networks - Orange 

5) Where Worlds collide : Mobile, IP and fixed, Motorola ?

6) 3GPP, 3GPP2 and IMT2000  status, Motorola

Meeting with TOM team

Most of this meeting was taken up with a detailed discussion on the direction of the QoS violation flow between the Customer QoS and Service Quality Management processes of the TOM, the Mobile team asked the TOM team to reverse the flow i.e. it should come from Service Quality Management to Customer QoS , following discussion the TOM team agreed in principle to change the flow direction but need to study further the impacts on the whole process of reversing this flow.

The 3GPP contribution from Motorola & Siemens was discussed, The naming of the new flow needs to be studied further and agreed, otherwise the contribution was accepted.

Meeting with CasMIM team

This is a group working with Sonet/SDH and ATM. CasMIM is working on an Inter-Domain Manager and the interfaces between the entities.

The Group started in Oct 98 doing information modeling for connection management. A charter was created and work started Dec 98 in Chicago. The work timetable is being driven for a Dec 99 Las Vegas demo.

Outputs:

· Uml use cases and requirement

Objective: flexible, efficient sms-NMS client/server interactive for service establishment.

CasMIM team knew from the start that some vendors wanted to make the implementation with Corba. As there were problems to generate IDL from UML with the tools (Paradigm Plus) provided, the team ended up focusing more on doing the modeling directly in IDL to ensure better working and sound implementation. The model has then been reverted back to a UML representation.

3GPP Liaison Agreement

TMF is in the process of setting up formal liaison agreements with what it considers to be key partner organisations. Some of these liaison agreements are being driven by requests from the TMF Mobile Management Team to liase with other 3G bodies. For example a TMF/ITU SG4 meeting is taking place in Fort Worth July 21/22 to progress a liaison agreement between ITU and TMF. A liaison agreement was concluded recently with ETSI.

During the recent TMF action week in Cincinnati the TMF Mobile Management Team held a meeting with Tony Richardson, the TMF's liaison director to discuss the possibility of forming a liaison agreement with 3GPP. 

It was felt this would be useful to facilitate the free exchange and use of documents between the TMF Mobile Management Team and 3GPP SA5. Michael Truss of Motorola agreed to bring the idea to 3GPP for discussion and to act as the TMF Liaison point of contact should an agreement go ahead.

Tony noted that there are two options when forming a liaison agreement with TMF:

1. The TMF's Liaison Agreement Template can be used.

2. The other organisation's Liaison Agreement template can be used.

The latter option was chosen by ETSI when a liaison agreement was formed with TMF recently, though Tony preferred the first option as the TMF's agreement template is short and he felt this could lead to quicker conclusion of an agreement.

Tony supplied the TMF's Liaison Agreement template and Document Use Release template, the latter document would be attached as a header to all officially exchanged documentation should an agreement go ahead.

Tony also supplied a liaison activities work register to the Mobile Management team in which he asked them to supply some justification for forming a liaison with 3GPP SA5, this is intended as an internal TMF document and is not intended as part of the liaison agreement
