New comments

· Section 7.5  New technologies

Last sentence starting with “Mobile code languages such as Java...”  was discussed. It was the impression that this didn’t fit any more into our work, and since no new text have been contributed here for long it was the time to tie up this section.

· Section 8 UMTS Management Physcical architectures

Discussions about the IP and lower level protocols compliance conditions.  Request to add text clarifying that the conditions would not exclude manufacturers to also use other protocols. It was noted that the compliance conditions are the results of substantial discussions and agreements and should not be changed without formal contribution and change request.

Requirements on the RNC routing of IP O&M signalling

RAN3 has specified  IP / AAL5 / ATM as the protocol stack for the O&M signalling between NodeB and RNC.

At the last SA5 Meeting # 6 in Cork concern was raised regarding the necessity to present the same lower layer stack requirement for the interface from RNC to the management systems. This document expresses Telia’s requirement of a router functionality to support various operator networking implementation choices.

A suggestion for some mandatory support functions of this router was presented and discussed.

The necessity to standardise this requirement was questioned and a variety of actions were discussed. It was expressed that this issue was not a time critical issue. It was better to get the full understanding of this requirement.
