Rationale

The NG.116 version 1.0 version [1] that SA5 is working on has been succeded by a 2.0 [2]. Some attributes are changed or deleted.

GSMA is working on a 3.0 version that is intended to be published in April 2020.

The GST and NEST contains 3GPP Rel-17 parameters. SA2 is working on GST in Rel-17 and have nothing in Rel-16. GSMA is working on clarifying which parameters are for Rel-17 functionality.
GSMA has changed which entitiy is providing the GST. In 2.0 it is now the operator (NOP) and not the customer to the operator (as it was in 1.0). Therfore the parameters should be in a form that is already used in the 3GPP network, thus no translation to 3GPP parameters should be needed.
To specify parameters that does not have any specified solution, creates faulse expectaations.
It would be good to have a consistent support of the GST/NEST parameters in whole 3GPP in the same release.

Detailed proposal

The GST work item should be continued to Rel-17.

The GST Rel-17 work item should use version 3.0 (when available).
The GST parameters, which existed in NG.116 1.0 and which have been removed in NG.116 2.0  shall also be removed from Rel-16 TSs. 
The GST parameters that does not have any solution specified in Rel-16 in TSs from SA5, SA2 or RAN should be removed from Rel-16 TSs. This means that parametersthat are already supported by SA5 TS in other objects than serviceProfile in the NetworkSlice IOC, SA2 TS or RAN TS shall remain in Rel-16 serviceProfile .

The GST parameters in 1.0 that still exist in 2.0 (3.0) shall be moved to Rel-17.
