The documents were presented as follows: E12 by Mr. Sood, E13 by Mr. Saito and E14 by Mr Soerensen.  The ETSI documents dealing with EMC requirements for GSM terminals were presented for information only. After much discussion the work plan outlined in 11 (referring to Temp. document E18) was agreed. Document E17 for Table 1 was generated by the group to be applied to future contributions. It was left to the convenor to write a liaison to TG 2 on the following points:

· Human exposure to RF radiation

· Electrical safety

· Acoustic shock

It was decided that emission requirements were difficult to deal with and contributions were solicited for the next meeting.

Action points: LS from T1 EMC to T2 SWG 6 to enquire whether they were working on the above mentioned topics.

Either Mr Fenn or Mr.Sood were actioned to enquire about the position of T1 on whether the EMC requirements included North America i.e. Canada or were limited to the USA.

9. Progress report

· T1 Mobile Terminal Conformance Testing and RAN 4

Mr. Sood gave a brief report of the recent meetings held in Japan and the RAN 4 meeting which had been held at the beginning of the week in Kista. He said that T1EMC should in the future try to have some meetings periodically co-located with RAN 4 who were dealing with EMC requirements for the base station. The purpose would be for mutual attendance and information sharing.


10. ToR Revision

The previous ToR were reviewed by the SWG and amended as document E15.


11. TSG-T WG1 EMC Work Plan

After much discussion and review of the previous meeting decisions it was decided by the SWG to take a two stage approach to the production of deliverables. Stage one would produce a document reflecting the present status of standards and regulatory requirements covering all the regions of 3GPP. The basis for this document would be Table 1. Table 1 would be enhanced before the next meeting (through contributions discussed on the email reflector) and there it would be decided on what format the document would take. For stage two it was hoped that 3GPP could influence the national and regional regulators to agree on a harmonised approach and so that one specification could be produced for global use. The work plan in Table 2 of document E 05 was agreed.

Action Point: All ( ETSI, ARIB,TTC,T1, TTA members) to provide input to Table 1 through the email reflector for discussion at next meeting.


12. TSG-T WG1 EMC Working Method

It was decided to work as much as possible by email between meetings. A regular meeting schedule was discussed under the next agenda item.

Action Point: Convenor to ensure that email reflector for TSG T1EMC was functional.

13. Future meeting schedule
