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3GPP T2 SWG1 (Execution Environment) wants to thank SMG1/9 SAT ad hoc for its LS (Tdoc SMG1 Ad-hoc 032/99) on: Interworking between SAT/MExE and CAMEL and traceability of SAT/MExE actions.

In that LS SMG1/9 SAT ad hoc have proposed to introduce an information field in the call set up messages between the ME and the MSC that can be used by SAT or MExE applications for application identification and could be extended by a free formatted field for interworking purposes.

3GPP T2 SWG1 considers this proposal an important contribution, in fact it meets the requirement for traceability of application-initiated chargeable events. This requirement had recently been posed in a report of the Applications and Automatic Execution Workshop.

It is intended to include this requirement into the stage 1 of MExE release '99. 

A corresponding LS had been distributed on the Applications and Automatic Execution Workshop e-mail reflector, CC-ed to all other GSM TSGs.

As a first assumption it was estimated that the required format of the information field would be:

· free format field of at least 32 characters

to identify the application in the (MExE)-ME , that initiated the message.

Having an additional free formatted field for interworking purposes seems to be a good idea, but is at the moment not a requirement from MExE.

The proposal of SMG1/9 SAT ad hoc considers to introduce that information field in the call set up messages, however from the point of view of MExE it will be necessary to include it as well into:

· Mobile initiated Short Messages

· GPRS session set-up

· Control messages for Supplementary Services

· possibly also into Mobile initiated USSD messages

The second part of the LS - including the Service Example - deals with the possibility to make this information field (including the additional field) available for the CAMEL CSE. This usage is out of scope of MExE. 

However the Service Example concentrates on the usage of the additional field for MSP for identification if the current call is e.g. a private or a business call. 

While to our understanding this has little to do with traceability, it could serve as an example for information transfer on application level (between an application in the MS, which initiates a call, and a MSP application in the CAMEL CSE, that uses the information what kind of call has been initiated).
