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The attached revised Introduction and Section 1 of 22.140 provides modifications with respect to 22.101 and further a proposal of providing a better definition of the MMS. The intention is to agree initially on Section 1.  Based on that the definition of the next sections should be formulated.

Introduction

SMS has been very successful in the GSM second generation system, as all mobiles have supported the application level and it is possible to send to any GSM handset without the need to check for individual support. In the third generation system additional service capabilities should be provided, to form the framework of a new non-realtime Multimedia Messaging Service, which includes the generic principles together with enhancements to overcome the inherent limitations of the current second generation SMS.

Scope

This Technical Specification defines the stage one description of the Multimedia Messaging Service, MMS. Stage one is an overall description of the capabilities which need to be considered for the provision of multimedia messaging service, primarily from the subscriber’s and service providers’ points of view.
This TS includes information applicable to network operators, service providers, terminal and network manufacturers.

This TS contains the core requirements for the Multimedia Messaging Service Capabilities, which are sufficient to provide a complete service.

Additional functionalities not documented in this TS may implement requirements which are considered outside the scope of this TS. This additional functionality may be on a network-wide basis, nation-wide basis or particular to a group of users. Such additional functionality shall not compromise conformance to the core requirements of the service.




This TS defines the requirements of MMS capabilities to be understood as a framework to enable non realtime transmissions for different types of media including such generic service capabilities as:-
· multiple media elements per single message
· independent handling of each message element

· different delivery methods upon an element basis
· consideration of different terminal and network capabilities

· suitable notification and acknowledge principles

· suitable handling for non reachable addressees
· 
· personal configuration
· flexible charging
Thus the MMS capabilities enables a unified application which integrates the composition, storage, access, and delivery of different kinds of media, e.g. text, voice, image or video in combination with additional mobile requirements.
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
