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1 Opening of the Meeting / IPR Reminder

The meeting opened at 10:00 on Tuesday, October 7th.  There is apologies of absence from Carsten Fischer (Orga).

The Chairman drew the attention of the delegates to the fact that 3GPP Individual Members have the obligation under the IPR Policies of their respective Organisational Partners to inform their respective Organisational Partners of essential IPRs they become aware of.  They were asked to take note that they had been invited to:

· investigate in their company whether their company does own IPRs which are, or are likely to become essential in respect of the work of the Technical Specification Group

· notify the Chairman or the Director General of their respective Organisational Partners, of all potential IPRs that their company may own, by means of the IPR Statement and the Licensing declaration form

2 Meeting organisation

2.1 Input Documents

Two input documents are added to the agenda :

· T3a030406 is the TR updated by Schlumberger

· T3a030407 is an updated version of T3a030301 provided by Gemplus.

2.2 Agenda

T3a030405 is the draft agenda of the meeting.  It is updated with a new contributions and agreed.

2.3 Approval of last report

The last meeting report is at a very draft stage and was not provided to the meeting.

2.4 Information about API discussions since last meeting

No new information since last T3 API meeting.  There was no API discussions during the last 3GPP plenary meeting as no input were presented by T3.

3 APIs requirements (TS 102.240 – TS 02.19 – TS 42.019)

4.2 SIM APIs for JavaCard (TS 03.19 – TS 43.019)

No input.

4.3 UICC API for Java Card (TS 102 241 for information, SCP WG3)

4.4 USIM APIs for JavaCard (TS 31.130)

This new version (T3a030400 v1.3.5) of the TS includes editorial changes as there were no comments.  The following comments were made:

· references: OCS mentioned that Java Card 2.2.1 should be referenced, however, decision should first be made at SCP. As 3GPP Rel-6 will not be frozen before March 2004, it is decided to update this section later

· chapter 4.1: the picture is updated with “USAT handler” instead of “SMS handler”.  There is a discussion about the choice USIM or USAT EnveloppeHandler.  The point is to know who is providing the enveloppe handler.  The preference of the group goes to USATEnveloppeHandler.

· chapter 6.2: the sentence on SMS TPDU TLV is re-worded in order to get meaning

· annexes: the name of the files related to each annex is to be changed in order to avoid multiple files with same name

· Editorials:

· the references to documents are to be updated (“[X]”)

· numberring of chapters (6.3, annexes, etc.) and title “Annex D”

· HTML annexes:

· TS 03.48 has to be changed in TS 31.115

· the terminal profile constants from TS 43.019 are missing and to be added in the Toolkit constants

A new version of this document including the changes related to these comments is provided as T3a030409.

T3a030401 is a CR proposed by Schlumberger about the addition of two new methods.  This formalisation in CR format was asked by the group in order to get an written input of the Schlumberger idea even though there is no need for a CR on a not approved specification.  The proposal consist in the addition of two methods, that are presented by Schlumberger.

The point raised during the presentation are:

· the list of events and what happen if method is used with other events.  One proposal is to remove the list, however, it is mentioned that this comment applies for barely all methods.  The list is kept in the text and the sentence describing the unexpected cases re-worded.

· In the CB message case, the place where start the data is re-worded.  For SM, this is clear, it starts after UDH if present.

There is an agreement on the Schlumberger proposal.  The last version updated by the meeting is T3a030412. The rapporteur of TS 31.130 is expected to integrate this paper in the specification. A revised version of the API is presented in T3 a030413, some editorial comments are raised. The Rapporteur will integrate them in the document and send it for e-amil approval to the mailing list, the e-mail approval will last until 24th of October. The intention is to present the document as version 2.0 for approval to the next T3.

T3a030402 is a discussion paper from Schlumberger about “post()” method in TS 102.241 and TS 31.130. OCS proposes to implement a post(boolean) or post(byte) method and the framework is responsible to convert this to the correct status word depending on the selected NAA. OCS will provide an input paper describing the behaviour of the framework.

T3a030407 (that replaces T3a030301) is a proposal from Gemplus to add an API for SM-MO based on objects. Sun wonders why a new handler is required. The argument is consistency, however the other participants don’t feel that this argument can apply. It was agreed that one object only could be enough as there is no difference between the two objects structure.  Another proposal is to add a new class in the toolkit package (SMS Submit header).  Gemplus’ idea is to have this separate from SMS, to be able to use it for other purposes (e.g. BIP).

The document is updated in details online by the meeting participants. Gemplus is expected to present the corresponding document at EP SCP WGs as some of the methods are intended to be generic.

A new version of the draft will be provided by G+ in document T3a030414.

T3a030414: A Constructor with no parameter for the SMSSubmitHeader, the default values of the parameters of the SMS Header should be defined in the documentation of the Constructor. There should be one method added to copy the final header form the SMSSubmitHeader class. Constants for the validity format shall be added to the class, and for the most important values of the DCS field. Quastion is still open if we need a doFinal method to indicate that this is now the end of the SMS-TPDU or if the SMS-TPDU is implicitly finalized (apply ciphering and checksum to the SMS) when a method of the EditHandler interface is called. New constants for Toolkit Exception ? The interface SecurityHeader and the class SecureMEssage_102_225 will go to SCP. In the SecureMessage_31_115 we don’t need the unwrap this class is used for sending SMS. Maybe we also don’t need the warp method. G+ will provide an input to the next SCP WG meeting and incorporate the remarks raised during the meeting.

5 Security Mechanisms for SAT/USAT (TS 03.48, 23.048, 31.115/116)

5.1 TS 23.048 (Rel-5)

T3a030303 is a postponed document of the last meeting. It contains requests for clarifications on TS 23.048 Rel-5 coming from T3 ad hoc 23.048 testing. The following questions are raised in the document:

· Remote output command processing: defines a requirement on the server and not on the card therefore there is no need to test the card behaviour on this issue.

· Minimum security on Remote applet Management: for card compliant to Annex A of 23.048 as the minimum security level is CC or DS the command string shall be rejected with response status code 0A “insufficient security level”.

T3a030403 is a document send by T3 plenary (originally T3 ad hoc on testing TS 23.048), see AP #1/28 from T3.  It contains requests for clarifications on TS 23.048 Rel-5.  To be discussed.

The document raised the following questions 

Status word returned by Delete, Install and Load Open Platform commands: Interpretation 1 is not correct because the fact that you shall return ‘00’ has nothing to deal with the DAP topic. The byte ‘00’ is sent in case there is no delegated management and indicates that there is no additional response data.

T3a030416 is the proposed answer to the testing group about 23.048. Some editorial and wording changes the final version is in T3a030418.

5.2 TS 31.115 / TS 31.116 (Rel-6)

T3a030304 is a proposed CR from Schlumberger on TS 31.115 about Concatenated SM. The document is updated after some remarks by the delegates. A revised version will go into T3a030415. Axalto can not agree to the document they think the value ‘02’ does not fit with the concatenated SM. The value ‘02’ is put into the message to before the entire message is split in parts by the transport layer. The ‘02’ indicates the length of the header of the message. The CR will go for e-mail approval until 24th October COB ETSI time.

T3a030305 is a proposed CR from Schlumberger on TS 31.115 to remove duplicated information from 23.040 in 31.115. This CR was requested by T3. Editorial remarks ( revised version in T3a030417.Due to the many changes everybody would like to check at home therefore the CR will go for e-mail approval until 24th October COB ETSI time. Especially the relationship of this CR with the CR in 415 shall be checked.

6  2G/3G Java Card API based applet interworking TR 

The rapporteur presented the draft TR (T3a030404) as a basis for discussions.  This document is the one presented at the last T3 plenary meeting with editorial changes (3G APIs changed in (U)SIM APIs, etc.).  The minor number of the version was updated. The document is agreed by the group of the correct output of the last T3 API meeting discussions.

Schlumberger presented T3a030406 that includes their remarks .  The chapter 5 is reorganised into three parts:

· introduction that describes the environment of the document

· details on the sim.access.package

· details on the simtoolkit.access.package

The new part 5 is basically reusing the existing text and adding some details.  There is no strong opposition to the part 5 organisation.

Among the added parts of text, the following points were presented and discussed:

· scope is re-focussed to be more detailed

· Gemplus mentioned that SIM API can be build even without SIM Application.  Schlumberger argues that this would then be a proprietary implementation.  SUN even underlined that Oberthur explains that anyway this is out of the scope of this TR that is just defining the interworking and not the underlying applications.  Oberthur mentioned that in case it is agreed that SIM shall be present with SIM API, the good place for mentioning it is the general introduction of the TR.

· It is however agreed to add “SIM is mandatory in TS 43.019” in the introduction of chapter 5

· Moreover this introduction was already discussed and updated by G&D (agreed by Gemplus), see T3a030408.  The two documents are discussed sentence by sentence to reach agreement.

· An intermediate version is agreed.

· the changes of titles are discussed and the group agreed to keep the first version (agreed by T3 API earlier)

· chapter 5.1

· there is an agreement to keep the title as it was

· there is an agreement to keep the bullet list

· the mapping related sentences are updated by the group.  Agreement was reached for a new version taking into account the Schlumberger’s concern.

· chapter 5.2

· there is an agreement to keep the main title as it was.  Chapter 5.2.2 title is updated to be in line with the core specification

· it is agreed that the current specification do not allow that SAT applet access USIM files / file system, however participants are wondering about the aim of the report (to provide tricks for proprietary implementation allowing that?)

· the Schlumberger CLA byte example is replace by an explanation sentence

· an agreement is reached on the EVENT sentences.  It is proposed to insert in the document a table for mapping events.  Regarding the EVENT_FIRST_COMMAND_AFTER_SELECT, some CRs are under discussion in EP SCP WG3.  A sentence explains that and may be updated later.

A new version taking into account those comment is issued during the meeting (T3a030410) and presented.  Few editorials are corrected.

The document is agreed by the meeting. Axalto will do a final check internally especially for the EVENT_FIRST_COMMAND_AFTER_SELECT. Axalto will sent potential comments on the email reflector or contact the rapporteur. The document is expected to be presented as version 2.0.0 at the coming T3 plenary.
