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While specifying the method to select applications in a UICC, a question came up within T3 regarding the required user interactions. Application selection involves (but is not restricted to) the selection of one particular USIM in the UICC if several USIMs are present. To this end, there exists a list of applications in the UICC, which is contained in EFDIR, and every application template in the EFDIR contains an application label, which is plain text, and intended e.g. to be presented  to the user for selection.

The following related text is an extract of 3G TS 22.101 v3.7.0, subclause 11.1.4:

The standard shall support more than one USIM per UICC even when those USIMs are associated with different home environments. Only one of the USIMs or the SIM shall be active at a given time. It shall be possible for the user to select the application on the UICC. 

While the technical implementation regarding the application selection is in place in 3G TS 31.101 and TS 31.102, T3 would like to ask S1 whether the necessary MMI needs specification. In particular, there may be a correlation with network selection.
Some different application selection modes seem feasible:

-
Manual (selection by the user after presentation)

· Automatic (selection by the MS) either by using the last selected or a default application; the latter would of course need specification of an appropriate indication. Additionally the place of storage (ME or UICC) of the last selected or the default application has to be defined.

It should be noted that the selection issue is of matter only as long as several applications (e.g. USIMs) are present in the UICC.

T3 asks S1 guidance on this topic,  and notes that it is urgent as it is a R'99 issue.
