S1 thanks T3 for their LS on “USIM application selection” (S1-000234 / T3-000136), in which T3 points out that although the order of an application selection will be up to manufacturers for Release 99, T3 still asks on guidance for the Release 2000.

S1 has taken this point into account, and clarified the USIM selection in the case of multiple USIM on the UICC. The result can be found in the attached CR ( S1- 000326).

S1 would also like to point out that regarding the different Liaison Statements on this particular subject (S1-000102 / T3-000074), the change has been approved for release 99. S1 recognise that this is a late change for release 99, however hopes that T3 will also be able to incorporate this change in their relevant release 99 specifications.
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Reason for 
change:
The present CR proposes the inclusion of a clarifying text on the selection of USIM application.

This behaviour needs to be properly documented in the stage 1 document. This CR proposes the clarifying text in sect. 11.1.4.
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11.1.4
Multiple USIMs per UICC

The standard shall support more than one USIM per UICC even when those USIMs are associated with different home environments. Only one of the USIMs or the SIM shall be active at a given time. While the UE is in idle mode, it shall be possible for the user to select/reselect one USIM application amongst those available on the UICC. At switch on, the Last Active USIM shall be automatically selected. The Last Active USIM shall be stored on the UICC. By default if there is no Last Active USIM defined in the UICC, the user shall be able to select the active USIM amongst those available on the UICC.
The standard must not prevent the coexistence of USIM applications, each associated with different home environments on the same UICC, so long as the security problems which arise from such a coexistence are solved.
