Title : Modifications to 31.102

This input paper addresses the following issues in 31.102:

1. Renaming of 31.102 Ch. 5.1.1 and 5.1.2

2. New procedures to be defined in 31.102 for PLMN search lists

3. Procedures for reading and updating the content of EFEST is missing

4. Updating the list of files to be read during USIM initialisation

5. Assignment of Short File Identifiers to files listed in 31.102 Ch. 5.1.1

Ad 1:

To use the terminology defined in 31.101 it is proposed to rename Ch. 5.1.1 of 31.102 from "USIM initialisation" to "USIM application session activation procedure", see 31.101 v3.1.0 Ch. 8.5.2

Furthermore it is proposed to rename Ch. 5.1.2 from "3G session termination" to "USIM application session termination procedure", see 31.101 v3.1.0 Ch. 8.5.3 and merge ch.5.1.3 into 5.1.2.

Ad2:

PLMN lists: in the latest version of 31.102 two separate files are introduced for PLMN search; one controlled by the user - EFUPLMNsel - and one controlled by the oprator - EFOPLMNsel.

As it is unclear whether the two preferred lists are avaliable together or may exist separately it is proposed that two separate indications are included in the USIM service table. In addition it is proposed to separate the reading procedures into one for each file.

Ad 5:

At T3 plenary #10 Austin Texas the following was agreed (quote from chapter 7.6.2 in the report in Tdoc T3-99421) " It was agreed that short file IDs should be assigned (1 - 30) to those EFs which require faster or more frequent updating. i.e. those files needed during the start-up procedures and the phonebook IDs."

As a result all files listed in 31.102 v3.1.0 Ch. 5.1.1 shall have a SFI. In addition the files listed below shall have predefined SFI values. It is thus proposed that all files where SFI is needed shall have a numeric value, between 1 and 30, explicitly listed as part of the file header information. The complete list of files to be read during initialisation is listed in Table 2 above.

The list of SFIs used should be assigned by the editor of 31.102 in the same way as file id's are assigned today.
