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S2 would like to thank T2 SWG 1 for its useful and very interesting liaison on MExE and VHE User Profiles, and  T2 SWG 2 for the liaison on the same issue.

S2 will start detailed study on VHE for release 2000 in June. In the meantime, S2 provides the following preliminary answers to the questions addressed to S2 by T2 SWG 1:

Question:

Is the principle of a distributed VHE User Profile (as shown in Figure 1) acceptable?
Answer: 

Yes, this may be found acceptable (more work is needed on the VHE side).  

Question:

Is there a MSE within the Home Environment defined to store a backup copy of the terminal part of a VHE User Profile?

Answer: 

Entities in the Home Environment, which are responsible for the user profile, are strongly implied by the S1 Requirements. Details need further study.

Question:

How could a MExE terminal find out the address of such a MSE within the Home Environment ?

Answer: 

This question requires further study.

S2 would like to point out that responsibility for VHE architecture is within the scope of S2. 
As soon as S1 has identified the requirements and the VHE architecture for R00 has been agreed on in S2, we will be glad to provide the clarification on the potential for multiple simultaneous syncs and on the user profile’s semantics, which has been requested by T2 SWG 2.
