RAN2 would like to thank RAN1 for their LS on UE sub-grouping for paging enhancements. RAN2 discussed this topic and agreed to the following:

· We adopt network controlled subgrouping (based on individual UE characteristics, not specified or limited to paging probability as EUTRA, possibly with additional randomization);

· From RAN2’s perspective, tThe maximum number of UE subgroups per PO [should be at least 8 to provide enough gain] [does not need to be more than 4 ]in the range of [8 to 16]. 	Comment by 作者: [ZTE]: We have the same sympathies with HW, the original range seems fine to us since we still have no idea on how many characteristics we are supposed to support for UE grouping and which characteristic can be supported for UE grouping, there is no need for us to limit the maximum number of UE grouping no more than 4, it is so small.
