· a new field ltm-CSI-IM-ResourceSetToAddModList-r19, which is a list of 1 to maxNrofCSI-IM-ResourceSets (which is 64) of CSI-IM-ResourceSet;
· a new field ltm-CSI-IM-ResourceToAddModList-r19, which is a list of 1 to maxNrofCSI-IM-Resources (which is 192) of CSI-IM-Resource.	Comment by Zonda-OPPO: This should be 32:
maxNrofCSI-IM-Resources                 INTEGER ::= 32      -- Maximum number of CSI-IM resources
	Comment by Nokia: Indeed, as per NR RRC, it is 32. 192 is the maximum number for NZP CSI-RS resources
However:
· the ltm-CSI-ReportConfig of an LTM-Candidate seems to be the only field that can refer to a CSI-IM-ResourceSet configured using ltm-CSI-IM-ResourceSetToAddModList-r19 in that LTM-Candidate;
· a CSI-IM-ResourceSet cannot refer to more than 8 CSI-IM-Resource.
Therefore, RAN2 would like to ask RAN1 whether it is the correct understanding that, in one LTM-Candidate, the network needs to configure at most one CSI-IM-ResourceSet and at most 8 CSI-IM-Resource.
