Rationale

A set of accompanying CRs have been proposed to resolve the issues raised during previous meetings in relation to the use of release number in SCAS document references. As presented earlier in S3-231050, it is proposed to remove such release numbers in all Release 18 SCAS documents pertaining to 5G.

Furthermore, during the development of the CRs, another issue was identified in the use of verbatim copying in few of the security requirement description clauses. According to TS 33.916 [1] clause 5.2.3.3, the security requirement description is intended to provide an explanation on how the identified requirements (in other specifications) mitigate against the threat that is being addressed by the corresponding test. Though copying snippets from other specification is convenient for the reader, it is unfortunately not future proof and not in accordance to the drafting rules. Neither it is necessary. Therefore and following MCC's advice, the CRs include additional changes to resolve these issues as well. 
The additional changes are all limited to the security requirement description clauses including a verbatim copy of some content from another specification. The changes are kept minimal and consist in (i) removing the quotation marks, (ii) replacing normative terms ("shall" with "is/are expected to", "should" with "is recommended"), and (iii) minor reformulations intended to amend the use of relative refences in the copied snippets (in some cases).
