Key Issue #X: Security of CAPIF-8 interface 
5.X.1
Key issue details
This key issue addresses the security aspects of 29.700-22 KI #1.

CAPIF-8 reference between the CAPIF core function and the resource owner function was introduced to CAPIF. For resource owner consent management, the resource owner communicates with the authorization function in the CAPIF core function over CAPIF-8.
The mechanism for managing resource owner consent with the functionalities over CAPIF-8 was out of scope of the Rel-18 of the specification. 

Currently, SA6 KI#1 of TR 23.700-22 [X] is studying managing resource owner consent (e.g., authorizing access to the resource owner's resource or revoking the authorization of access to the resource owner's resource) between the resource owner and authorization function in the CAPIF core function. 
If several resource owners would use the same API invoker, each resource owner needs to onboard to the CAPIF core function. 

This key issue studies how to authenticate the resource owner and secure the resource owner consent transmission. In other words, onboarding resource owner to CAPIF and securing the CAPIF-8 need to be studied.

Security threats
Without integrity protection for CAPIF-8 reference point, messages over the CAPIF-8 reference point can be modified by the attackers.

Without confidentiality protection for CAPIF-8 reference point, messages over the CAPIF-8 reference point can be sniffed by the attackers.

Without the anti-replay attack mechanism for CAPIF-8 reference point, messages over the CAPIF-8 reference point can be replayed by the attackers.
Without the resource owner authentication, malicious resource owner can impersonate victim resource owner to do resource owner consent management.

Potential security requirements

The 5G system shall be able to support integrity protection for messages over the CAPIF-8 reference point.

The 5G system shall be able to support confidentiality protection for messages over the CAPIF-8 reference point.

The 5G system shall be able to support anti-replay attack mechanism for messages over the CAPIF-8 reference point.
Privacy of the 3GPP user over the CAPIF-8 reference points shall be protected.
The 5G system shall be able to support authentication of the resource owner.
The CAPIF core function shall authenticate the resource owner's onboarding request.
The CAPIF core function shall authenticate the resource owner's offboarding request.
The CAPIF core function shall authorize resource owner-aware northbound API invocation based on the resource owner consent.
The CAPIF core function shall support revoke API invoker authorization for RNAA.
