ZSM VC(N): A question: why there is a slice is so special that it needs a dedicated work on intent?
SA5 is working on RAN/CN intent, ORAN also works on intent so far. what’s plan for SA5 to ensure alignment with O-RAN and make sure there will be no different solutions?

Introduction to ZSM workplan and progress on intent (~35 mins)

ZSM VC(N): does someone here have insight on how intent is modeled in ONAP?

DT: how to align intent model between ZSM, SA5 and TMF? Suggest to work in future to integrate the several models between different groups. 

E: whether interaction between intent owner and close loop is open or intent owner is interacting with intent handler? 

HW: slide 11, ZSM refers to TMF intent model and SA5 model, whether ZSM will define 2 models? 

E: still under discussion. Maybe different models could be used in different layers. 

ZSM VC(N): what’s the role of ZSM in intent story?

Discussion on further collaboration and way forward (~45 mins)

Question from SA5 slides: 

1. 3GPP identified three types of intent (i.e. intent-CSC, intent-CSP and intent-NOP), what’s main focus of ZSM on intent?
ZSM Chair (TEF): ZSM is focus on e2e intent cross e2e domain. ZSM doesn't have concept of role defined by SA5. The intent-CSC is closest concept to e2e intent in ZSM. ZSM coordinates all different domains in a unfied way and make sure the e2e intents are satisfied. 
DT: ZSM will not manage NE as SA5. ZSM manages intent via services. Question on how to align between the two groups. 
2. Do 3GPP and ZSM align on  Intent definition and concepts?
E: do we need to align on the intent?

ZSM Chair (TEF): as long as they are compatible is good enough. Need to work further on alignment when two groups start to implement the intent.
SA5 Chair(E): so far the definitions and concepts seem very well aligned. 

E: Agree that ZSM and SA5 are very much aligned. ZSM will focus on intent driven close loop in normative. ZSM will not make grand specification on intent model, but focus on close loop. 

SA5 VC(HW): ZSM covers e2e and 3GPP focuses on concrete domain, maybe some 3GPP solution could be used to satisify ZSM e2e intent. If there are good cases, we could provide an example for e2e solution. E.g. in ZSM presentation, whether automotive case could utilize 3GPP solution?
DT: a joint PoC could be considered with using models produced by 3GPP. 

Viavi: Maybe a question already covered: Is the 3GPP Intent work covering non-3GPP Access networks or only 3GPP based Access networks?
E: the automotive use case is from EU project, we can check whether it could use 3GPP solution. 
3. Does ZSM have specific use case for intent?

4. Regarding interfaces (as shown on right) where and how, does ZSM see its potential solution fitting in? 

5. Does ZSM have any requirements regarding preferred modeling and/or implementation that need to be considered?

6. Is ZSM also collaborating with others to define intent management?  If so, on which aspects?
SA5 Chair(E) and ZSM Chair (TEF) recommended more collaobration between two groups via LS or joint calls when needed at end of the call.
