Thank you very much for your liaison statement of 12 March 2015.

ETSI TC BRAN would like to draw your attention to the fact that the approval for ENAP of the revised Harmonized Standard ETSI EN 301 893 is scheduled for end of December 2015. Due to the coming into force of Directive 2014/53/EU (Radio Equipment Directive) in the European Union all existing Harmonized Standards prepared under Directive 1999/5/EC (R&TTE Directive) will cease to give presumption of conformity. Therefore, it is mandatory to prepare Harmonized Standards covering Directive 2014/53/EU in a timely fashion prior to the coming into force of Directive 2014/53/EU. Therefore, it is not possible to delay the scheduled approval date of end of December 2015.
Considering this, ETSI TC BRAN invites 3GPP Members that are also ETSI Members to submit technical contributions for “improving Adaptivity for Load Based Equipment by replacing the current 2 alternative options with a single solution that provides equal (spectrum) access to different technologies” within the schedule of work item “REN/BRAN-0060015”.
TC BRAN is pleased to attach to this reply liaison statement “Estimated Timelines and Project plan for revision of EN301893” as developed during the last TC BRAN meeting. TC BRAN would appreciate if 3GPP could confirm the estimates for the timelines and milestones for 3GPP activities contained in this attachment in time for ETSI BRAN planned June meeting.

The below is an optimistic approach where it still takes 9,5 months after finalisation by the ETSI TB to have a standard published by ETSI. But publication by ETSI is not the same as publication by the EC in the OJEU. Assumes that takes another 6 months, means the standard appears in the OJEU on 1 April 2017 leaving only a few months to a manufacturer to modify and retest his product before the RE-D enters into force. 

The big unknown is how long the delay would be for the Commission to publish in the OJEC once ETSI has finalised their work as this is normally done on an [annual] basis.
