Overall Description
During CAG#16 meeting, GCF discussed the issue of ciphering and integrity algorithms to be used for the validation of Rel-7 test cases as the meeting approved work item description for Rel-7 features Enhanced L2, 64QAM, MIMO and CPC. Though support of Rel-7 algorithms is mandatory for a Rel-7 UE as per the 3GPP core specs, GCF can foresee support of Rel-7 algorithms in the real network is some time away. Hence, GCF can envisage Rel-7 UE operating in the real network using Rel-6 algorithms for the foreseeable future. 
Based on the above, CAG decided to allow validation of Rel-7 test cases using Rel-6 algorithms. CAG understands current RAN5 Rel-7 ATS provides a temporary provision to use Rel-6 algorithms which is being used in the verification of Rel-7 test cases in RAN5. CAG is also aware that this temporary provision is planned to be removed from early 2009.
GCF CAG would like to request RAN5 to retain the provision to use Rel-6 algorithms (UEA1/UIA1) in the RAN5 ATS for an indefinite period. GCF CAG will keep RAN5 informed if a decision is made in the future to mandate Rel-7 algorithms (UEA2/UIA2) for Rel-7 test cases, that time CAG expects RAN5 to remove this provision.
