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Summary of Content:

GCF CAG discussed the issue of lack of transparency which test case's procedure branch was validated for validation of TCs which comprise of multiple test procedure branches depending on UE capabilities. To address the problem the GCF CAG is looking into the creation of relevant per-TC “validation branch” lists.
GCF CAG noted that for example although the Test Case applicability table 4.1 in RAN5 TS 36.523-2 contains columns for ICS and IXIT which are affecting (branching) the dynamic behaviour of each TC, those have not been filled in consistently enough to help GCF use those for the creation of the TC “validation branch” lists. For example an IMS Emergency TC may be dependent on the UE capabilities in regard to (a non exhaustive list):
Voice Centric
Data Centric
EPS Only Attach
Combined Attach
One PDN
Multiple PDN
However, none of the above is reflected in the relevant TCs 'Additional Information - Specific ICS'/'Additional Information - Specific IXIT' columns.
Similar may be the situation with other LTE specs.
Actions

1. GCF CAG kindly asks 3GPP RAN WG5 to review the TS 36.523-2 TC Applicability table 4-1 columns 'Additional Information - Specific ICS' and 'Additional Information - Specific IXIT' and fill in any possibly missing ICS(s) and/or IXIT affecting the dynamic behaviour of each TC.
2. Similar action should be taken for any other LTE relevant specification which includes TCs containing branches dependent on ICS/IXIT.
