	Frequency bands under consideration within CEPT for Railway Mobile Radio (RMR)
	



Dear Balazs, dear Xutao, dear Holger,

CEPT is currently working on a response to a Mandate from the European Commission to CEPT with the objective to “identify appropriate spectrum bands, study technical feasibility and develop harmonised technical conditions for a sustainable and efficient use of such bands for the operation of the future railway mobile communications system (FRMCS), which is the successor of GSM-R”.

CEPT is considering the spectrum in 874.4 - 880 MHz / 919.4 - 925 MHz for a harmonised solution for the successor to GSM-R, as well as a complementary spectrum to cover both the migration from GSM-R to FRMCS and long-term needs. For the latter, CEPT is currently focussing on the lower part of 1900 - 
1920 MHz[footnoteRef:1]. [1:  The 2290 - 2400 MHz range is also considered.] 


In line with timeframe as given in the Mandate from the European Commission, the two frequency bands mentioned above may be considered as part of Release 17.

CEPT will keep 3GPP informed on the results of its work.
