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1. Overall description:

TC INT would like to thank you for your prompt feedback to our LS on Validation project for the 
Conformance Test Specifications for Rf and Ro.

Following your comments, please see in-line our feedback.

[3GPP SA5] The document scope refers to S9 instead of Rf and Ro.

[TC INT] Yes this is an error and the rapporteur will update the draft accordingly.

[3GPP SA5] Whether the scope is IMS-only was not apparent, at least in the title. 3GPP SA5 would like to bring the clarification that Rf and Ro are generic 3GPP Diameter Charging Interfaces going beyond IMS domain.    
[TC INT] The scope is not restricted to IMS, but is looking to the generic use of the interfaces Rf/Ro. The IMS usage will of course be with very high priority for the VoLTE service, so we see application for the VoLTE one of the market driver.

[3GPP SA5] The current release of 3GPP SA5 specifications is Rel-13, and 3GPP SA5 would like to know whether there was any specific reason for which Rel-10 was selected.

[TC INT] Rel-10 was chosen due to the availability of Rel-10 products on the market. We have looked into Rel-13 without finding major impact. We would appreciate if you could indicate the major differences between Rel-10 and Rel-13 and whether Rel-13 will be available on the market in order to start planning for the update of the test specification from Rel-10 to Rel-13?
