A second source of reference would be the self-evaluation reports submitted by the technology proponents (https://www.itu.int/en/ITU-R/study-groups/rsg5/rwp5d/imt-2020/Pages/submission-eval.aspx).
It would be helpful to have detailed technical information from the IEGs as follows: 
1)	Compliance templates for services, spectrum and technical performance.
2)	Conclusions on the outcome of the evaluation (including those for minimum technical performance requirements, service and spectrum requirements) and the test environments evaluated.
3)	Any additional evaluation methodologies used beyond Report ITU-R M.2412.
WP 5D looks forward to the fruitful collaboration with IEGs on IMT-2020 evaluation, and will provide further information under Step 4 of the IMT-2020 process.
