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The revised methodology (M.3020) is now approved and SG4 is proceeding with work on those parts of the methodology that is for further study. Guidelines for XML based design (solution sets) is of particular interest. 

The methodology is harmonized between SG4 and SA5 on the requirements phase and the analysis phase (information service). SG4 would like to see the similar collaboration between interested SDOs/fora also for the work on XML design (solution sets).

As a first step we invite input on existing specifications that are relevant for XML design guidelines.
SG4 has previously published Rec. M.3030 (Telecommunications Markup Language - tML) with guidelines for XML specifications in support of B2B and B2C (i.e. the X-interface). Although M.3030 is focused on B2B/B2C, the guidelines are applicable also to any interface.

We suggest that the work should be restricted to XML guidelines – to not include concrete solution sets/protocol-specific designs. Possible issues for harmonization between the involved SDOs/fora could be

· Basic guidelines (similar to found in M.3030 chapter 7)

· Flexibility in support of different transports (SOAP, JMS, ..)
· Extensibility

· Versioning
· …

We welcome your comments on such a joint effort. 
Based on collaboration SG4 has undertaken both with TMF and 3GPP, we believe good progress can be achieved through joint virtual meetings (teleconferences).
