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In June 2006, ITU-T Q.8/4 decided to work on a SG 4 specification for NGN Accounting Management protocols, tentatively identified as M.ngn-account. This deliverable will document the output of efforts to come to a harmonization of existing implementable solutions which meet the SG 13 requirements. It is expected that the work of 3GPP SA5 and ATIS TMOC would be the primary input. 

The work on this deliverable has not yet been started as there is no editor. 

Q.8/4 would like to invite you to discuss the situation, in order to find a way forward. One possibility is that one of the addressed organizations provides an editor.
