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[bookmark: _Toc327548005][bookmark: _Toc327548205][bookmark: _Toc330993688]NG RILTE has discussed the use of public user identity for reregistration and deregistration and that no clear guidance could be found in 3GPP TS 24.229. No benefit has been identified for UE handling when a public user identity other than the one used in the initial registration is used in deregistration and reregistration. However, as a disadvantage it has been recorded that usage of a public user identity other than the one used in the initial registration makes troubleshooting complicated. 
Hence NG RILTE has discussed to profile in GSMA PRD IR.92 that, when the UE performs a user-initiated reregistration or a user-initiated deregistration with the IMS, the UE shall use exactly the same header field values in the From header field and the To header field of the REGISTER request as were also used when performing the initial registration with the IMS.
NG RILTE has also discussed the case of devices that are already deployed that may use a public user identity other than the one used in the initial registration in deregistration and reregistration. Networks that allow such behaviour may also continue to do so even if newer devices use exactly the same public user identity than the one used in the initial registration in deregistration and reregistration.
ACTION to 3GPP CT1:
NG RILTE would like to be informed whether 3GPP CT1 sees any issue with the proposal to use exactly the same header field values in the From header field and the To header field of the REGISTER request as were used when performing the initial registration with the IMS. NG RILTE would like to ask 3GPP CT1 to clarify in 3GPP TS 24.229 the use of public user identity used for reregistrations and deregistrations.
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
