1. Overall Description:

Based on the input from RAN4 (RP-080244 & RP-080245), TSG RAN#40 approved RP-080479 & RP-080480 (subsequently approved by SA as SP-080411 & SP-080412) on the Revision of Recommendations ITU-R M.1580 and ITU-R M.1581. These docs were submitted to the last meeting of ITU-R WP5D (Dubai, 24 June – 1 July 2008) under the name of Individual Members, as per usual procedures.
In the cover page of these contributions, recognising that some values are still within [], it was stated that “It will be noted that some values are still being investigated by 3GPP. 3GPP will work to develop final values for these parameters as a matter of urgency.”
It is therefore necessary to provide an updated version of these two docs. These updated documents need to be approved at the next RAN Plenary in September 2008 (RAN#41) in order to be submitted to the next meeting of ITU-R WP5D (Seoul, 8-15 October – cut off date for input doc: 1st October) via usual procedures.

ITU-R Ad Hoc reminds RAN4 that these documents have to fully reflect the status of the 3GPP Specifications.

In order to ease both the RAN4 activity and the submission to ITU-R it is suggested to RAN4 to use SP-080411 & SP-080412 as baseline material (see attached files), accepting all revision marks contained in these docs at this stage, in order to be able to introduce the further updates with new track changes on clean docs. The new contributions will then be sent to ITU-R Ad Hoc that will editorially iron up the docs using the official ITU baseline material before their submission to RAN#41 for approval.
