ETSI TISPAN WG4 has studied and discussed 3GPP TR 22.893 V10.0.0 during TISPAN24bis as well as TISPAN24ter.
Based on the results of our discussion WG4 submit the following comments:

1. In chapter “5.7 Private domain addressing requirements” respectively chapter ”3.1 Definitions” we are missing the definition of a “private domain name”. 
In the case that a “private domain name” has the same or similar structure as public domain names in the Internet the overlapping of these names should be avoided. The uniqueness of a “private domain name” must be ensured. 
A public domain name that belongs to an enterprise company x and is used within the internet (e.g. Email, web) should not be used to identify another enterprise company y for using Multimedia services provided by IMS and for legacy voice and video PSTN/PLMN (e.g. telephony).
2. Currently WG4 has not a Work Item which considers the using of “private domain names” as well as the substitution of E.164 number as public identifier for using multimedia services provided by IMS and for legacy voice and video PSTN/PLMN (e.g. telephony). Therefore we recognize currently here no overlapping activities. 
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
