Subject: Cooperation on Network Slicing
Dear colleagues, 

BBF would like to inform you about a newly initiated study on SD-406 “End-to-End Network Slicing”. This work is intended to serve as a framework for enhancing the current Multi-Service Broadband Network architecture, by identifying nodal and service requirements gaps, that would enable network slices across multiple administrative and/or heterogeneous transport/IP technology domains. The notion of end-to-end network slicing in the context of BBF concentrates on the transport/IP network considering federated transport/IP network resources across different administrative domains as well as cross-network information from the radio access and mobile core network. 

BBF SD-406 “End-to-End Network Slicing” study aims to bring light into use cases taking advantage of the development of the common 3GPP-BBF FMC interfaces.
We are interested to cooperate with 3GPP SA5 on the defining the requirements for network slicing and on management topics associated with the transport network aspects related to network slicing.  In particular, we are interested in aligning the network slicing requirements and in mapping the network slice instance defined by 3GPP to the underlying transport topology and to the link interconnections, by taking into consideration the desired transport network performance attributes and requirements.
We are also interested to cooperate with 3GPP SA5 on network slicing in relation to the 3GPP multi-operator scenario. 

We would therefore, appreciate the views of 3GPP SA5 on the fixed and mobile transport network  performance attributes and requirements  (e.g., latency, throughput, jitter, etc.) associated with each slice type defined by the 3GPP groups.
We look forward to your reply.
