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1. Overall Description
CCSA TC5 would like to thank 3GPP RAN4 for the LS in [1] and appreciate the effort to initiate the study item on new base station specification structure [2]. Currently, in CCSA the standard part for each 3GPP BS type (UTRA, E-UTRA and MSR) containing BS RF requirements is included in the specifications of technical requirement and test method for NodeB/eNodeB equipment. 
As one of the Organizational Partners in 3GPP, CCSA specifications make references to some of the 3GPP standards. Therefore, CCSA would like to make the following observations: 
1. Maintaining an efficient document structure is an important aspect of standardization work and CCSA fully understands importance of TSG RAN WG4 work to investigate the feasibility of introducing a new specification structure to avoid duplicate specification work for new RF features and to avoid future discussions regarding how to implement the new features in single-RAT and/or multi-RAT specifications. 
2. According to the objective section of Study Item in [2], ‘no change of existing requirements as a consequence of the new possible BS specification structure is assumed’, it is concluded that there will be no impacts on the existing CCSA requirements in BS or EMC RF specifications, except for some minor changes such as reference structure in the existing specifications.  CCSA will carefully study these influences.
3. It is noted that CCSA specifications is developing Stage-7 specifications corresponding to 3GPP Release 10.

CCSA TC5 welcomes further exchange of information regarding the study and possible revision of the 3GPP RF and EMC specification structure.

CCSA respectfully asks TSG RAN WG4 to take the above observations into account.
