Introduction
The CTIA – The Wireless Association® ERP Working Group would like to thank GCF PAG for their liaison statement in [1]. The CTIA ERP Working Group reviewed the liaison statement during our 10 May 2013 Conference Call. The outcome of the discussion is contained below.

Discussion

The CTIA ERP Working Group has prepared the following responses to the actions provided in [1]. The CTIA Test Plan for Wireless Device Over-the-Air Performance, revision 3.2.1 [2] will be referred to as the CTIA OTA Test Plan v3.2.1 for simplicity in the responses.

2.1 GCF PAG group would like to kindly ask CTIA when Labs will be authorized to use the Test Specification CTIA 3.2.1 for performance testing (not for certification).

CTIA is presently reviewing the CATL updates for v3.2.1 and expects some labs to be authorized by July 2013. Please contact William Lightfoot at wlightfoot@ctia.org to obtain any recent updates as to the CATLs that have demonstrated the capabilities required for v3.2.1. CTIA will allow GCF to reference the CTIA OTA Test Plan v3.2.1 for performance testing (not for certification) with the understanding that the actual testing must be performed at (CATLs), http://www.ctia.org/business_resources/certification/test_labs/, as stated on the cover page of the test plan.

2.2 GCF PAG would like to ask CTIA for permission to use CTIA v 3.2.1 with TDD bands (38, 39 and 40) for the mean time until the next version becomes available.

CTIA will allow GCF to perform additional measurements per CTIA OTA Test Plan v3.2.1 for TDD bands 38, 39, and 40.

2.3 Furthermore GCF PAG would also like to ask CTIA to consider the addition of these LTE TDD bands (Band 38, 39 and 40) in the next version of CTIA test specification.

CTIA ERP Working Group is currently planning to add LTE TDD bands 38, 39, and 40 to v3.3 of the CTIA OTA Test Plan as optional bands. A contribution from Spirent Communications was presented at the 10 May 2013 Conference Call which contains a text proposal for Appendix M. The text proposal includes the recommended RF channel configurations for TRP and TIS for these LTE TDD bands that are in-line with the GCF PAG guidance in [1]. This contribution was approved on the 03 June 2013 Conference Call for inclusion in v3.3 of the CTIA OTA Test Plan. The release of v3.3 of the CTIA OTA Test Plan is presently planned for August 2013.

CTIA ERP Working Group would like to thank GCF PAG for continuing our collaboration on wireless device evaluation for over-the-air performance and we look forward to further communications and collaboration in the future.
