Introduction
The CTIA – The Wireless Association® ERP Working Group would like to thank GCF PAG for their liaison statement in [1]. The CTIA ERP Working Group reviewed the liaison statement during our 13 September Conference Call. The outcome of the discussion is contained below.

Discussion

The CTIA ERP Working Group has prepared the following responses to the actions provided in [1]. The CTIA Test Plan for Mobile Station Over the Air Performance, revision 3.1 [2] will be referred to as the CTIA OTA Test Plan v3.1 for simplicity in the responses.
2.1 GCF PAG kindly asks CTIA to allow GCF to reference the CTIA Test Plan revision 3.1 but with additional measurements using the left hand for browsing mode and talk mode.

CTIA will allow GCF to reference the CTIA OTA Test Plan v3.1 with the understanding that the actual testing must be performed at CTIA Authorized Test Labs (CATLs), http://www.ctia.org/business_resources/certification/test_labs/, as stated on the cover page of the test plan. Further, CTIA will allow GCF to perform additional measurements per CTIA OTA Test Plan v3.1 with left hand phantom for browsing mode (data mode) and talk mode.

2.2 GCF PAG would also like to ask CTIA to allow GCF to refer to the CTIA Test Plan revision 3.1 
using the “European” frequencies ( i.e. GSM 900 MHz, GSM 1800 MHz, FDD I, FDD III, FDD VIII).

CTIA will allow GCF to perform additional measurements per CTIA OTA Test Plan v3.1 with the addition of GSM 900 MHz, GSM 1800 MHz, FDD Band I, FDD Band III, and FDD Band VIII.

2.3 GCF PAG kindly asks CTIA whether CTIA could revise their Test Plan to include specifications for the left hand.

CTIA ERP Working Group is currently planning to add the left hand phantom definition and testing for data mode and talk mode into v3.2 of the CTIA OTA Test Plan.

2.4 GCF PAG is aware that revision 3.2 of the CTIA Test Plan will  include the above listed 
“European” frequency bands. When is it expected that this version of the Test Plan will be released and available for use?

CTIA ERP Working Group is expecting to publish v3.2 of the OTA Test Plan during Q1-2012. As the European bands are planned to be optional for CTIA certification purposes, CTIA ERP Working Group is not planning to incorporate European band ripple testing and Measurement Uncertainty as requirements in CTIA OTA Test Plan v3.2.

2.5 GCF PAG does not wish to use the Intermediate Channel Measurements in the CTIA Test Plan and therefore would like to know if it is acceptable to exclude these measurements from the GCF PI requirements.

CTIA has no objection to the exclusion of Intermediate Channel Measurements from the CTIA OTA Test Plan as desired by GCF.


The CTIA ERP Working Group will hold its next meeting as a face-to-face meeting on 12 October, 2011 in San Diego, CA. There will also be a November conference call. The date of the November conference call will be determined during the 12 October meeting.

CTIA ERP Working Group would like to thank GCF PAG for engaging in this productive conversation and we look forward to further communications and collaboration in the future.
