At its 52nd meeting held on the 19th-21st of April 2016, the ECC PT1 has been informed of the current 3GPP IMT2020/ 5G standardization timeline, and would as a consequence like to provide 3GPP and ETSI with information about the regulatory work for IMT 2020/ 5G spectrum in Europe. 

ECC PT1 has started to consider frequency bands above 24 GHz for studies under AI 1.13 for WRC-19 in order to form an opinion on which bands are suitable for Europe. 
In addition, ECC PT1 would like to invite 3GPP and ETSI to consider the importance and  potential of   all CEPT harmonized bands below 6 GHz that  may already respond to  some IMT 2020 needs, for example 3.4-3.8 GHz. This frequency band provides opportunities for systems requiring large bandwidth.
