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Action/Decision Requested:

EMTEL thanks ECMA for their LS encouraging close co-operation with EMTEL and thanking EMTEL for its feedback on ECMA TR/101.

 EMTEL also thanks ECMA for their intention to include previous comments from EMTEL regarding the concepts of the PSAP’s and ERC’s
Your LS has several specific points that you have asked EMTEL to comment on.

Return Calls.

EMTEL delegates, having experience in responding to emergency calls, have commented that any time limit (if implemented) may well be dependant upon the nature of the emergency and so fixing an absolute time limit may not be a practical solution. There are also concerns whether during a time limit for PSAP return call, the callers UE should be prevented from making an outgoing call. Clearly there are going to be situations where the caller’s situation may suddenly change whilst awaiting PSAP return call and they may wish to make an outgoing call. Preventing the caller from making an outgoing call in the time period could well have serious implications for the caller such as a life or death situation and could result in legal disputes.

Extreme care needs to be exercised on this topic.

EMTEL is aware that there are ongoing discussions concerning return calls from PSAP’s in 3GPP SA1/SA2 and would urge ECMA to engage themselves with the debates being held there.

Review of stable draft of ECMA TR.

EMTEL would be pleased to provide comment on the second stable draft as soon as it is available.
