We noted more specifically points 3, 4 and 13 in your part 3, which are repeated hereunder in italics:
Point 3: NOVES requires a SIM. The NOVES device (not the user) is authenticated. Does EENA advocate anonymous emergency calling?

Point 4: It can not be guaranteed that NOVES will be free of charge in all countries of the world.

Point 13: NOVES is a service for all users but it is acknowledged that there will be requirements for special needs users (although this is outside the scope of NOVES work items).

And EMTEL comments are:

For both points 3 and 4, we confirm that the need of a SIM card and the fact that NOVES call can be free of charge depend upon national regulation.

Regarding the position of EENA about anonymous calls, we can not reply in the name of EENA. EMTEL did not address specifically this at the last meeting; we intend to open this item for a discussion at our next meeting (June 29-July 1st) and will keep you informed.

As regards point 13, we note that addressing special needs is not in your scope. But we guess that such needs could have to be taken into account at some term one way or another. It is up to 3GPP to extend its scope accordingly.
We will always consider with attention the information you may want to exchange in the future with the view to improve the quality and consistency of our respective deliverables and will keep you informed as relevant of our activities.
