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Introduction
At GCF CAG#22 meeting 20-21 April 2010 in Beijing, GCF discussed the RRC test case 8.2.2.57 “Radio Bearer Reconfiguration from CELL_DCH to CELL_DCH: Success (with reconfiguration between fixed & flexible RLC)” in TS 34.123-1. 

Based on decisions at 3GPP RAN#45 meeting the 3GPP core specifications were updated to enable the UE, independent of release, to signal if the UE has been able to perform the necessary IOT testing or not (by signalling of “Fully support of F-DPCH”). At the RAN#46 meeting, CRs to TS 34.123-2 and TS 34.121-2 were approved to update the applicability of F-DPCH test cases accordingly. As test case 8.2.2.57 uses F-DPCH, this decision caused the applicability to be limited to UEs signalling “Fully support of F-DPCH”. 

To provide GCF Certification with the same test coverage independent whether a UE signal “Fully support of F-DPCH” or not, then GCF would kindly like to ask RAN5 to increase test coverage for the reconfiguration scenario, as covered by test case 8.2.2.57, for case UE does not signal “Fully support of F-DPCH”.

Similar issue may apply to other Rel-7 RRC reconfiguration test cases for 64QAM and MIMO that assumes that all UEs signal “Fully support of F-DPCH”.

Actions

1. GCF CAG kindly ask 3GPP RAN5 to consider increasing the test coverage for UEs not fully support FDPCH for the test scenario as covered in Rel-7 Improved L2 RRC test case 8.2.2.57.

2. GCF CAG would also like to ask 3GPP RAN5 to consider if similar increase of test coverage is needed for other Rel-7 RRC reconfiguration test cases such as for 64QAM and MIMO.  
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
