Default Bandwidth Configuration for E-UTRA FDD RF Testing
Summary of Content

GCF approved the validation and certification requirements for E-UTRA FDD Band 04 at the CAG#26 meeting. During the approval of the work item description, GCF identified a need for 10MHz to be one of the default bandwidth configurations for RF testing, as the real network is planned to be deployed in this configuration. Even though bandwidth configurations higher than 10MHz are detailed in 3GPP RAN4 and RAN5 specifications, commercial deployment is restricted by various factors. The relevant GCF operators are of the view that 10MHz will be the main bandwidth configuration used in the real network for the immediate future.

GCF has also observed that there may well be similar needs for RF testing in 10MHz bandwidth configuration in other E-UTRA FDD bands (e.g. Band 20) where commercial realities preclude use of bandwidth configuration higher than 10MHz.

Proposed Action(s)

GCF requests RAN5 to consider adding the option in the specification to enable execution of E-UTRA FDD RF tests in 10MHz as one of the default bandwidth configurations, in order to meet industry needs.
