CAG-10-044 - Liaison statement to 3GPP RAN WG5 concerning GCF CAG decision to remove certification requirements for Select list of A-GPS (WCDMA Signalling) R99 Test Cases
Summary of Content:

At the CAG#21 meeting, GCF CAG discussed the industry need for a select list of A-GPS test cases. It was concluded that there is no market requirement from GCF operators to keep the test cases in GCF WI-015. A proposal to remove the following test cases was presented.

1. TC 17.2.2.2 LCS Network induced location request/ UE-Based GPS/ Emergency call Without USIM
2. TC 17.2.3.3 LCS Mobile originated location request/ UE-Based or UE-Assisted GPS/ Assistance data request/ Success
3. TC 17.2.3.8 LCS Mobile originated location request/ UE-Based or UE-Assisted GPS/ Assistance data request/ Failure
4. TC 17.2.4.6 LCS Mobile terminated location request/ UE-Based GPS/ Privacy Verification/ Location Allowed if No Response
5. TC 17.2.2.3 LCS Network induced location request/ UE-Assisted GPS/ Emergency call/ With USIM
6. TC 17.2.2.4 LCS Network induced location request/ UE-Assisted GPS/ Emergency call/ Without USIM
7. TC 17.2.3.4 LCS Mobile originated location request/ UE-Assisted GPS/ Position Estimate/ Success
8. TC 17.2.4.4 LCS Mobile terminated location request/ UE-Assisted GPS/ Success
9. TC 17.2.4.5 LCS Mobile terminated location request/ UE-Assisted GPS/ Request for additional assistance data/ Success
10. TC 17.2.4.8 LCS Mobile terminated location request/ UE-Assisted GPS/ Privacy Verification/Location Allowed if No Response
11. TC 17.2.4.9 LCS Mobile terminated location request/ UE-Assisted GPS/ Privacy Verification/ Location Not Allowed if No Response

There was a concern raised about having test cases in the GCF certification scheme using functionality that is not used in commercial networks. 

For the UE manufacturers it is clearly a drawback to have to perform certification testing for a feature in the UE that is not, and will not be used, by any GCF Operator.  

Therefore at its CAG#21 meeting, GCF CAG decided to remove the certification requirements for the above list of test cases from the GCF certification scheme. A CR to remove 11 test cases from GCF certification criteria (GCF-CC) was approved at CAG#21. The 11 test cases removed from GCF-CC are listed above, in this LS.
