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General description
GSMA Networks group would like to thank 3GPP SA5 for their LS and inform them of the creation of E2E Network Slicing Work Item (ENSWI) that is subject to the following terms of reference:
1. End-to-end Network Slicing Work Item (ENSWI) will define technical requirements for E2E network slicing, especially toward the realisation of NSaaS by analysing the existing standards and solutions related to network slicing.
2. ENSWI will be responsible for GSMA PRD NG.116.
3. ENSWI will identify and liaise with relevant Standards Development Organisations (SDOs) on the topics related to network slicing
4. ENSWI will identify and engage with relevant industry bodies and fora on the topics related to network slicing.
5. ENSWI will collaborate with other GSMA groups and projects on the topics related to network slicing.
6. The output of ENSWI will be a Non-Binding GSMA Permanent Reference Document (PRD) NG.135 listing the minimal set of requirements and identifying where these requirements will be specified in SDO's.​
GSMA ENSWI has carefully reviewed 3GPP SA5 liaison statement and proposes the following feedback:
· GSMA ENSWI is aligned with the description of the use cases 1 and 2 and the corresponding interfaces and associated APIs.
·  GSMA ENSWI sees that network slice management capabilities exposure should be limited by the Network Slice Provider (NSP), and that the only information exposed to the Network Slice Customer (NSC) by the Network Slice Provider (NSP) should be at the product level from the BSS.
Action
GSMA ENSWI kindly requests 3GPP SA5 to consider the feedback above and to inform us of the future improvements with regards to network slicing ordering, provisioning and assurance.
