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1 Response to 3GPP TSG-SA WG1 LS on Clarification to eUICC uses cases and Requirements
GSMA Embedded SIM Task Force thanks 3GPP TSG-SA WG1 for their Liaison Statement S1-111298 on “Clarification to eUICC uses cases and Requirements”. The received LS informed GSMA Embedded SIM Task Force of the need for additional clarity on some elements of eUICC uses cases and requirements.
The LS was discussed at the GSMA Embedded SIM Task Force meetings of 16th/17th May and 27th May and subsequent emails.
In framing the responses to the questions the GSMA would like to refer 3GPP TSG-SA WG1 to the requirements document submitted by the GSMA to ETSI SCP, this document contains requirements approved by the GSMA for remote management of MNO credentials on UICCs. A copy of the document is attached with this LS.

GSMA recognises that further clarity could be provided to SDO’s, in particular to ETSI SCP REQ through expansion on how the major use cases for eUICC remote management would be enacted. Accordingly a submission is in preparation aimed at the ETSI SCP REQ #32 meeting.
2 Specific Questions in LS S1-111298
In response to specific questions in the LS:
1. What are the business and operational relationships between the Mobile Operator and the subscription manager?

Ans.

As defined in GSMA Requirements Document, the SM is a role, not a company. Thus, what we are asking to be standardised are the functional and technical interactions between the parties, specifically as it involves the eUICC. The business relationships should be considered out of scope. 
It should be noted that each MNO must be assured of the trust within the environment to protect their customers, support their contractual obligations and to maintain network security. The operational relationship between the Mobile Operator and the subscription manager is intended to support those objectives through management of the loading and life-cycle management of MNO credentials as well as the enforcement of MNO-defined policies related to the usage of MNO credentials.
2. How the operators control the subscription manager, taking into account that the subscription manager may have to deal with subscriptions from multiple operators?

Ans.

Operators will use the “SM role” to handle their credentials Over the Air, and will have control over their own credentials usage through the Policy Control Function as indicated above. 
Further the SM role will manage the transition between the provisioning subscription and intended operators. The functionality achievable through replaceable UICCs will be maintained with no disadvantage to the customer, while maintaining integrity of the trust environment.

3. Is eUICC intended to be applied to all types of subscription?

Ans.

We expect each operator to independently identify usage scenarios and device types which will in turn determine where eUICCs shall be used.
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
