GSMA 5GJA thanks 3GPP SA WG2 (SA2) for their LS response “Reply LS on NG.116 GST publication and cooperation with 3GPP SA WG2” in S2-1910807. 
Response from 5GJA
With respect to the following statement in the LS response from 3GPP SA WG2:
“… when a Network Slice supporting a NEST is deployed, a GST attribute value is applied across all Network Slice Instances that are referenced by the same S-NSSAI.”

GSMA 5GJA would like to clarify that Network Slice Instance(s) is outside the scope of NG.116. Therefore, GSMA 5GJA cannot specify or provide any guidance on the relationship between Network Slice and Network Slice Instance(s). Hence, GSMA 5GJA cannot agree or disagree with the above statement in the LS response. 
As a reminder (see NG.116 clause 1.3), the scope of NG.116 is to provide the description of:
1. Generic network Slice Template (GST); attributes that can characterise a type of network slice. 
1. Examples of Network Slice Types (NESTs) with a recommended minimum set of attributes and their suitable values.
Action on SA2
SA2 is requested to take the above response into account. 
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
