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SG12 thanks ANSI TR 30.3 for its continued work on the IP network impairment model that the ITU-T includes in Recommendation G.1050. SG12 is investigating various aspects of voice transmission over LTE channels (VoLTE), and would like to know if TR 30.3 has plans to extend the operating range of G.1050 so that it can better reflect packet loss and jitter conditions produced by VoLTE channels under different operating conditions and VoIP under high packet loss and jitter conditions in general. TR30.3 may be interested to know that Q.11/12 is also starting to consider video telephony over LTE.
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
