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ITU-T SG 17 thanks 3GPP SA3 for the collaboration in the work related to personal information management.
Question 3/17, Telecommunications information security management, has a work item “Guideline for management of personally identifiable information for telecommunication organizations (X.gpim)”.
With regard to the SG 17 development of ITU-T Recommendation X.gpim, Question 3/17, together with Question 10/17, considers developing a set of controls for PIMS and plans to develop this ITU-T Recommendation X.gpim jointly with ISO/IEC JTC 1/SC 27. The scope of the ITU-T X.gpim is as follows:
The Recommendation provides a guideline of management of personally identifiable information (PII) in the context of telecommunications. It also provides privacy controls and best practices for personally identifiable information protection. The objective of this Recommendation is to provide a common ground for the management of PII, for providing confidence in its management. It does not address the management system for protection of PII. The Recommendation is applicable to an organization including a telecommunication organization throughout the life cycle of personally identifiable information. The Recommendation is also applicable to all types and sizes of telecommunication organizations which collect, use, process personally identifiable information as part of information processing.
