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1. Overall Description:

PTCRB would like to inform 3GPP RAN5 that a Carrier Aggregation RFT (Request For Test) was approved at PTCRB #67, March 5 – 8, 2012.  Because many PTCRB operators share frequency bands divided by blocks, these operators tend to have limited bandwidth available in any given band or block.  Carrier Aggregation will allow operators the opportunity to provide their customers with more bandwidth by combining these bands or blocks.  As a result, Carrier Aggregation is considered a feature of high importance to the PTCRB operators.  Therefore, PTCRB would like to see Carrier Aggregation test cases in place for our certification scheme by the end of 2Q, 2013.
To assist in the development of these test cases, PTCRB would like to provide some general information as identified by the operators.
