Dear all,

Earlier in the year we complete a series of AN SDO information exchange presentations on Autonomous Network (AN). The last one being IEEE on the 24th April 2023. At the last meeting we invited proposals for additional presentations. So far, we haven’t received any proposals.

Following the busy Summer period, TM Forum participants in the AN team have discussed what we would like to offer as presentations. Although TM Forum are unlikely to be ready for these topics until early in the new year 2024, our candidate proposals are:

1. Experiences of CSP pain points and requirements in AN transformation. 
2. Autonomous Networks Evaluation Metrics and use case experiences with their use in operators.
3. Feedback on Autonomous Networks Proof of Concept Catalysts projects (DTW Asia and Copenhagen 2023).
4. Intent ontology structure and progress including connector approach to linking to multiple SDO models.
5. Update on hybrid intent APIs to facilitate evolution.

Typically, we have held calls on Monday Afternoons but we are open to suggest from AN MSDO participants both on presentation topics and preferred timing. Some of our TM Forum presenters are from Asia Pacific region so a morning slot would be preferential to support those presentations.
